Growing up, I thought it was normal to have multiple grandmothers,
kind of like how many aunts and uncles I had. Once I realized
something was off, I asked my mom who my real grandmother was
and she told me her story. 
 
My mom's mother passed shortly after giving birth to her. She was
raised by family members and nursed by neighbors who recently
gave birth. When a family friend brought her to the US, she met
many new friends through the Vietnamese community and church in
Lancaster. These people quickly became family. One woman who
already had 8 children, took my mom in as her own. 
 
As a teenage girl, I felt betrayed and lied to. All of my cousins, aunts
and uncles weren't real family at all. I had no REAL family in the US.
My dad's family lives in Vietnam so I didn't know or feel connected
to them either. 
 
This woman who took my mom in, was the only "real" grandmother I
knew. She was the grandma who spoiled me with banh mi bo duong
(buttered toast with sugar). She made me my favorite, banh day,
EVERY time I asked. To her, I was her grandchild and that's all that
mattered. 
 
I only strive to be like her one day, touching everyone's hearts and
impacting those who she comes in contact with. I am forever
grateful for her generosity and love.




